Computer Programming Using Python 2.7 - wx 5 - Windows That Do Something
wx 5 Challenge
Make a windows program that lets you chop down a tree.  Requirements:
· Must use the if statement to print a message when the tree is chopped down
· Must have a button that says “Chop”—the button must subtract from the tree’s strength
· Must Save project file, generate code, then open code in IDLE to make it do this (see hints below)
· Do it without the teacher’s help
· Get points for whatever you get done & how much of it doesn’t have bugs
HINTS:
· You can start in IDLE by opening window4applesauce.pyw, then save as window5tree.pyw
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Instead of saying applesauce=0 say treestrength=10 so it has more than 0 strength to start with
· if treestrength<=0, show a message on the screen showing that the tree is chopped down
