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Everything not in quotes is symbolic
Everything in quotes is literal

hello has to be in quotes: "hello"

because you literally want to say "hello".

If you want to show the value of a variable
(e.g. after setting whatisaid="hello")

then you want to leave it out of quotes:
print whatisaid

A function is also a symbol. So that is of
course not in quotes:
raw_input("what did you want to say?")

but what you want to ask user is literal in this case.
-if you did not put it in quotes, you would get 'NameError "what" is not
defined' & program would disappear--if you said: answer=raw_input(what)
