>>> userinput1 = raw_input(“What is your name?”)
What is your name???? asdf

you entered asdf
Using Python - Part 1.2: “If” statements
To compare entered number to another number, it has to be converted to a number using the int() function.
userage=raw_input(“What is your age”)
If int(userage)>16:
	print “you can drive”
